














RABIES:
WHEN AN ANCIENT DISEASE
TURNS UP IN YOUR BACKYARD

Rabies is one of the oldest diseases known with
pathology typically defined by encephalitis and
myelitis. It is a zoonotic disease caused by a single
stranded RNA virus belonging to the genus
Lyssavirus of the family Rhabdoviridae.
Historically, dogs were the most important animal
host of rabies in the United States. After the
institution of animal control and vaccination
programs begun in the 1940s, canine rabies virus
variants were eliminated, resulting in wild animals
now accounting for approximately 92% of
reported cases of rabies in the United States.
Geographic boundaries of currently recognized
reservoirs for rabies in terrestrial mammals are
shown on the map below.

In Michigan, rabies can be linked to distinct
rabies virus variants originating in bats and
skunks. It is through these wild reservoirs that
domestic animals are
exposed. One such case

confirmed rabies in dogs in Michigan since 2005,
two have been in Oakland County. That being
said, cats are the highest number of domestic
animals confirmed with rabies in Oakland
County and elsewhere in the United States. This
might be attributed to fewer cat vaccination laws,
fewer leash laws, and the roaming habits of cats.
Rabbits and rodents such as squirrels and
chipmunks have never tested positive in Oakland
County. The other 2011 case of rabies in
Oakland County was identified in a bat. This
exemplifies the most common type of animal
found positive in Michigan and is a common
cause of exposure for humans.

There have been 12 cases of human rabies in
the United States since 2005. In 2009, a 55 year
old Michigan man presented to the ED
complaining of numbness and tingling in his left

recently occurred in
Oakland County. In
January 2011 an
unvaccinated pet dog tested
positive for skunk rabies
virus variant. The owners
noticed the dog showing
signs of illness including
anorexia, vomiting and
muscle fasciculations. They
took the dog to an
emergency veterinary
hospital, where the dog
showed increasing
neurologic signs including
seizures and hypersalivation.

Of the three cases of

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arm for 10 days, with upper back pain and increasing
weakness in his left arm. He also was experiencing
ataxia and difficulties in swallowing and speaking. His
condition rapidly deteriorated, with quadriplegia
preceding coma and then death on the 22nd day of his
illness. Antemortem clinical specimens confirmed bat
rabies virus variant by the CDC. The patient had no
known history of a recent animal bite, but a family
member recalled that in the spring of that year, the
patient told him that a bat had landed on him during
the night.

As there is no known drug or treatment known to be
efficacious in rabies after clinical signs are present,
prevention of human rabies infection will continue to
rely on health education to avoid exposure, including
proper exclusion of bats from human living quarters,
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keeping domestic animal vaccinations up-to-date and
careful assessment in the event of exposure with
administration of post-exposure prophylaxis of human
rabies immune globulin (HRIG) and rabies vaccine
(HDCYV or PCEC) according to the CDC schedules.
These guidelines were updated in March, 2010 with a
reduced (4-dose) vaccine schedule administered with
HRIG on day 0 for immunocompetent persons.

Michigan law requires that animal bites be
immediately reported to the local health department.

Our epidemiologists will perform a rabies risk
assessment and make recommendations for appropriate
rabies PEP dosing and administration.

NOTE:

* Rabies PEPis a medical urgency, NOT an emergency. Treatment
does not usually need to begin immediately if animal is available
for testing or observation.

*  Abite from a bat MAY NOT leave a noticeable wound.

* Rabies PEP is not generally recommended for a provoked bite/
scratch from a healthy cat or dog in the USA (e.g. bite/scratch
occurs while petting or feeding). Each incident needs to be
evaluated individually.

*BAT EXPOSURES:

The Centers for Disease Control & Prevention {CDC) suggests PEP where a
reasonable probability that contact with a bat may have occurred (e.g. a deeply
sleeping person awakens fo find a bat in the same room, an adult witnesses a
bat in a room with a previously unattended child, mentally disabled person, or
intoxicated individual} and when rabies cannot be ruled out by testing of the bat.

RABIES POST-EXPOSURE PROTOCOL:

{If ever received rabies PEF' or iImmunosupressed® or both® see below)

Rabies Vaccine — Four (4) doses (1.0 ml each) administered IM
in the deltoid region on days 0, 3, 7, 14. Never administer vaccine
in gluteal area.

Human Rabies Immune Globulin (HRIG) — One (1) dose
administered on Day 0. Dosage (20 1U/kg) should be infiltrated
into and around bite wound as much as possible. The rest must
be given IM at a site(s) distant from vaccine administration site.

NOTE: There are no contraindications for rabies prophylaxis for
anyone, including pregnant women.

Previously Vaccinated Patient: No HRIG, and only two (2) doses of vaccine
on days O and 3.

“Immunosuppressed and Unvaccinated Patient: HRIG and a five (5) dose
series of vaccine on days 0, 3, 7, 14, 28. Submit serum for rapid fluorescent
focus inhabition test (RFFIT) 1-2 weeks following final dose.

immunosuppressed and Previously Vaccinated Patient: No HRIG,
and only two (2) doses of vaccine on days 0 and 3. Submit serum for rapid
fluorescent focus inhabition test (RFFIT) 1-2 weeks following final dose.

congratulate Peggyann Nowak, MD
for receiving the 2010 Outstanding
Community Service Award for
Oakland County from the Michigan
State Medical Society Foundation
for her volunteer efforts.

Doctor Nowak is an
otolaryngologist who practices in
West Bloomfield. About six years
ago she was on the American
Academy of Otolaryngology-Head
& Neck Surgery's website and saw
through the Humanitarian Section
that they were looking for volunteers
to go on medical missions.

The Mayflower Medical
Qutreach missions, based in
Oklahoma City, started 10 years ago

because there were so many children
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in the country of
Nicaragua with
hearing loss. “If
they can't hear,
they can't learn,”
Doctor Nowak

. said.

The first year, Doctor Nowak
went to Jinotega, the largest area
with kids who can't hear, and
helped start a home where people
could come and receive schooling.
“We took an old house that was
donated, fixed it up and now have
about 23 children living there,”
Doctor Nowak explained, “Their
families are so poor and most live
so far away that in order for them
to get schooling they have to live
there.”

Doctor Nowak said that 50
percent of the deaf children
become deaf from improper use of
antibiotics. “The pharmacists give
antibiotics to the babies that cause
deafness. They are neurotoxic,” she
explained. “We've talked with the
government of Nicaragua - the

Ministry of Health - to never sell
these antibiotics to a mom with
babies but the moms pick them
because they're the cheapest and
then it causes the deafness.”

When Doctor Nowak started
the missions they did not even have
an audiologist. Now they have
trained two people to be
audiologists and can screen children
for hearing loss. They do many
operations while they are there, such
as sinus surgery, removing tonsils
and genetic testing to find out why
there's so much hearing loss in this
area of Nicaragua.

“We also train the local
otolaryngologists in advanced
surgical techniques in neuro-otology,
sinus disease, and head and neck
tumors.”

She goes on the missions to
Nicaragua twice a year with her
visits lasting anywhere from 6-10
days. She also gets medical
equipment companies to make
donations that she takes down to
train the local physicians so that

they can then train the residents. “I
hope that someday with their
training they will put us out of a
job”, Doctor Nowak said.

Doctor Nowak's other
community service includes 12 years
as a Girl Scout troop leader serving
as the service unit manager for 28
troops based out of Detroit Country
Day, St. Regis, West Maple
Elementary, Covington, Berkshire
Middle School, and Groves High
School in Oakland County.

Recently, one of the community
service projects for her Girl Scouts
was to add a library to the teenage
house at HAVEN. They received
book shelves donated from OCMS
and then did a book drive where
they collected over 4,000 books.
Half of the books went to the
HAVEN library and the other half
to WRHC Elementary School in
Pontiac. “Most of these elementary
school children have no books at
home so every child received a box
and were able to pick out 10 books
to take home, where they could start

their own library.”

They also received two donated
computers and were able to set up a
computer lab for the teenagers. “I
always tried to teach my troop to
ask, what do you need, what can we
do for you? It's very important to
learn to ask these questions to know
where the help is needed.”

Doctor Nowak graduated from
the medical school at the Medical

College of Ohio in Toledo and did
her residency through Wayne State
University's Department of
Otolaryngology and Head and
Neck Surgery. She is a former
OCMS president and serves on the
OCMS Delegation and Legislative
Committees. She is also very active
with MSMS and currently serves as
a District Board Member.
